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From UFA Fiction, the producers of Generation War and 
Annette Hess, the acclaimed writer behind Weissensee and 
The Interpreter of Silence, Ku’damm is a tremendously 
successful period drama set in post-war Berlin. Centred on 
the formidable owner of a prestigious dance school and 
her family, the series charts their personal and political 
struggles as they navigate shifting cultural tides and fight 
to define their own identities. Spanning decades – from 
the buttoned-up 1950s to the vibrant 1970s – Ku’damm 
offers a rare, compelling lens on history and the evolving 
roles of women in a changing world.

Season 4 takes a dive into 70s Berlin: The Bee Gees are 
conquering discotheques with ‘Stayin’ Alive’, and Europe 
is in the midst of the Cold War. The Berlin Wall stands 
impregnable. Headlines are dominated by RAF terrorism, 
drug deaths and young people’s rebellion at peace and 
environmental demonstrations. The social discourse 
doesn’t stop at the front door of the dance school, which 
now houses three generations of the Schöllack family: 
the sisters Monika and Helga, their nearly grown-up 
daughters Dorli and Friederike, as well as their mother, 
the ageless matriarch Caterina. 

Life among the women is turbulent. Caterina claims she 
will no longer interfere in her family’s life, though taking  
a step back is easier said than done. Helga seeks solace in 
alcohol. However, when Hannes, a dentist from Dahlem, 
enters her life, she dares to hope for a new romance. Her 
daughter Friederike harbours the impossible dream of 
becoming a police officer. Caterina’s youngest daughter, 
Eva, returns from prison traumatised, turning the family 
dynamic upside down. Monika, meanwhile, is focusing on 
her daughter Dorli’s career as a competitive dancer. 
However, when Dorli is unable to cope with the pressure, 
the symbiosis between mother and daughter begins to 
crumble. A catastrophe looms…

Wild, funny, existential and full of heart, Ku’damm illus-
trates that however fiercely women like the Schöllacks 
fight with each other, they fight for each other even harder.
